COURSE  REQUIREMENTS

· ATTENDANCE AND PARTICIPATION [10% of grade]
Attendance : You are expected to attend classes and discussion sections regularly. There will be several discussion sections in an effort to accommodate your schedules.

· TAKE-HOME MIDTERM: [40% of grade]
You will select two essay topics from a distributed list and write up to five pages on each. The midterm topics will be distributed on October 7 and it is due October 21, with strict penalty for lateness. 

· FINAL EXAMINATION: [50 points]
The final, in-class examination will be scheduled during exam week and everyone must take it. The examination covers all of the material in the course, but primarily emphasizes topics covered after the midterm. It will probably include one long essay [for which topics will be distributed in advance], and other shorter essays or identification questions for which no advance notice will be given.
