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COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course addresses the question of how multilateralism may facilitate policy making in meeting global challenges. The readings, discussions, and guest speakers survey emerging issues in the debate on global governance. Special attention is given to the role of international institutions, including the United Nations, regional organizations, and international financial institutions. Pressing security issues are discussed, including terrorism, weapons of mass destruction, and prospects for peacebuilding in war-torn societies. Attention then turns to global policies on investment and trade, combating poverty, and sustainable development. 

The class is run in seminar format, with the instructor serving as facilitator. Each week, students discuss and debate 4 assigned articles that offer differing interpretations of the global issue covered in the session. A guest speaker will lead off the discussion with insights gained from practical engagement or in-depth research. The issues raised in class session will be further considered on a discussion board, where students may add further insights.

REQUIREMENTS

A. ATTENDANCE AND PARTICIPATION   [10% of grade]

Students are expected to attend class regularly and participate in class discussion. More than 3 absences (other than for emergencies) leads to a grade of 0 for participation.  Students should do their best to complete assigned readings. Each student is required to submit two critical questions, derived from two different articles, by Monday evening every week. On the final exam, ten quotations from the assigned readings will be distributed in advance, so that you will have an opportunity to fill in any gaps in your completion of the reading. 
B. DISCUSSION BOARD  [Up to 5% extra credit]

The discussion board (accessible on Courseworks) highlights themes covered in class discussion, giving you an opportunity to continue educating each other outside of class. Please feel free to add your own topics to the general discussion. Discussion board topics will serve as mini-essays, one component of the final exam. A list of the selected questions will be distributed in advance of the final.
C. ANALYTICAL CRITIQUE  [10% of grade]

· Each student will write and circulate a critique of ONE of the assigned readings. This critique should be up to 500 words in length. Guidelines are posted on Courseworks (under Assignments) for the critique format.

· Students will select two possible dates for their presentation and the course assistant will distribute assignments 
so that all articles are covered.

· PLEASE post your critique on Courseworks by noon on Monday before class meets. This gives your colleagues an opportunity to familiarize themselves with your point of view and integrate it into their preparation for class. If you do not submit your critique before class, a late penalty will be imposed.
D. TWO ESSAYS [40% of grade]

There is no midterm in this course. There are two essay assignments, each of which covers 3 weeks of class materials. For each, you will select one topic from a distributed list and write up to one thousand words [approximately four pages].  The key to doing well on the essay is to make a convincing argument and to demonstrate that you have done the relevant assigned readings and considered them critically. Please submit your essays into your portfolio on Courseworks, and bring a hard copy to class. There is a penalty for lateness, and no essay will be accepted 10 days after the deadline.
D. FINAL  EXAM or RESEARCH PAPER: [40% of grade]

Option #1

There will be an in-class final examination during the last class period on July 20. Most students are expected to take the exam, but you may choose to write a research paper instead if you meet the necessary deadlines [see below].  The final exam covers all of the material in the course. The exam is given during the 9th session of the course and no makeup exams will be arranged.
Option #2

You may choose to write a 15-page term paper instead of the final examination, if you have an approved research design by June 8, and one sample chapter completed by June 27. YOU MAY NOT WRITE A PAPER IF YOU DO NOT MEET THESE DEADLINES. The completed paper is due July 20.
