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Course Description

Competing Palestinian and Israeli national aspirations have generated security dilemmas for each, with broad regional repercussions. The principle of partition--which failed to heal the conflicts of the Palestine mandate era--still dominates the discourse on conflict resolution, but domestic and regional opponents stymie its implementation. This course examines the evolution of Palestinian resistance, Israeli foreign policy debates, Egypt’s early leadership in war and peacemaking, Iran’s rising influence, and intermittent mediatory efforts by the US and other third parties. We will consider whether and how the international community can address the absence of human security in the West Bank and Gaza and ongoing Israeli security dilemmas by facilitating realization of a two-state solution.

Course Requirements

l. Class participation: [30% of grade]
     A. Discussion of assigned readings: [20% of grade]

1.  The fundamental expectation for your performance in this course is to attend class regularly and contribute to discussion of assigned readings. Every week, four articles are assigned and you are expected to read at least 3 of them. 
2. You are required to submit two questions relevant to each week’s readings via the discussion board (accessible on Courseworks). These questions are due by 7 PM on the Monday before class. Each question should be brief (2-4 lines), and should draw upon a theme in one article or look comparatively at two articles. Questions will be categorized and distributed by the instructor, to serve as a basis for our conversations.
 

3. No laptops or active cell phones are permitted in class. Text messaging during class will not be tolerated. You are expected to be fully engaged with the class discussion.
4. There will be no class on Tuesday March 30. To make up for that class in advance, there will be an additional session on Thursday February 25 (or on an alternative day convenient for the largest # of students).

You will write brief critiques of two assigned readings, following guidelines distributed in class. Your critique( to be posted on Courseworks) should be no longer than 500 words and is due  by noon on the Monday prior to the relevant class meeting.

IV. Research Paper: [50% of grade: 20% for research design and sample chapters; 30% for final draft]
