COURSE REQUIREMENTS

l. Class participation: [20% of grade]

1. The  class will be run as a seminar, inviting structured discussion of a common set of assigned readings. All readings (three articles per week) are contained in a course pack available for purchase at Village Copier.

2. All participants are expected to attend class regularly and to make an effort to read as much as possible, coming to class prepared to discuss assigned readings.

2. Analytical critiques: [20% of grade]
Each student will write brief critiques of two assigned readings from the course pack, following guidelines distributed in class. Your critique should be no longer than 500 words and should be submitted to the professor and circulated to classmates by the Monday prior to the relevant class meeting. 

3. Research Paper: [60% of grade: 30% for research design and sample chapters; 30% for final draft]
a. A 20-page research paper on a topic approved by the instructor is due by  Monday, April 19. 

b. Topic proposal is due by February 2 and research design by February 16.

c. Two sample chapters should be submitted by March 1 and March 29.

d. During the last two class sessions,  students will join in thematically related teams to deliver oral presentations of research findings to the class. A one-page abstract of the presentation will be circulated via e-mail to classmates prior to class meeting.
